In Y4 this half term your child will be learning the following:
English 
Areas of Study:  Reading comprehension skills, grammar and punctuation, spellings and speaking and listening. Pupils will be writing across a range of genres including: character description, diary writing and performance poetry.

How you can support your child: 
· Encourage your child to read a range of texts such as newspapers, leaflets, stories  

· Encourage your child to do independent writing such as story writing, recounts and descriptions  

· Go through Big Talk home learning ready to complete Big Write – this will on a  bi-weekly basis

Maths  
Areas of Study – The Maths curriculum this term covers number and place value up to 4 digits, addition and subtraction and times tables 

How you can support your child

· Place value- practise reading and writing numbers to 1000, rounding and ordering numbers, counting forward and back in 10s and 100s.  Practising and recognising Roman Numerals in the environment.
· Observing negative numbers on thermometers, scales and 

· Addition and Subtraction- practice mentally adding and subtracting 2 digit numbers by partitioning.

· Practice mental times table skills at home regularly, particularly, with 6s, 7s and 9s being introduced in the Year 4 curriculum.  Your child needs to know their times tables up to 12 x 12 by the end of year four.
· Encourage your child to use Maths in everyday life. For example, counting out money to pay in shops, reading bus or television timetables, sharing out treats equally or weighing out ingredients. 

· Help them to complete their Maths homework.
