This half term in Year 1 your child will be learning the following: 
English: The Tiger Who Came to Tea
· Discussing word meanings, linking new meanings to those already known

· Discussing the significance of the title and events

· Making inferences on the basis of what is being said and done

· Composing a sentence orally before writing it

· Sequencing sentences to form short narratives

· Beginning to punctuate sentences using a capital letter and a full stop, question mark or exclamation mark

· Listening to and discussing a wide range of poems.
To help your child to improve their reading, encourage them to read at least three times a week and get their reading record signed each time.

Mathematics 

Number – addition & subtraction (within 10)

·  Using part-whole models 

·  Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+) 

subtraction (–) and equals (=) signs

·  Represent and use number bonds/fact families and related addition/subtraction facts
within 10

·  Add and subtract one-digit and two-digit numbers to 10, including zero

· Solve one-step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations, and missing number problems such as 7 = ? – 9.

Geometry- Shape 

· Recognise and name 3D shapes

· Recognise and name 2D shapes
Geography: Where Do I Live?
· Learning about our local area.
· Understanding where we live in the world.
· Identifying facts and information about our country.
· Locating where we live on a range of different maps.
· Discussing the culture of our country.
 Science: Identifying Animals
· Identifying and naming animals.

· Identifying and naming UK mammals.

· Identifying and comparing common UK birds and reptiles

· Identifying and comparing a variety of common UK fish and amphibians.

· Identifying and sorting carnivores, herbivores and omnivores.

· Finding out how to take care of animals.

· Collecting data about animals and answering questions

Design Technology 

Structures: Constructing a windmill

· Identify some features that would appeal to the client (a mouse) and create a suitable design.

· Explain how their design appeals to the mouse.

· Make stable structures, which will eventually support the turbine, out of card, tape and glue.

· Make functioning turbines and axles that are assembled into the main supporting structure.

· Say what is good about their windmill and what they could do better

Computing 
· To understand what an algorithm is

· To follow instructions precisely to carry out an action

· To understand that computers and devices around us use inputs and outputs

· To understand and be able to explain what decomposition is

· To know how to debug an algorithm
