Year 4: Curriculum News - Autumn Term 2 2025

In Y4 this half term your child will be learning the following:
English 
Areas of Study:  Reading comprehension skills, grammar and punctuation, spellings and speaking and listening. Pupils will be writing across a range of genres including: character description, instruction writing and performance poetry.  
Class book – The Lion, The Witch and The Wardrobe – C.S. Lewis
How you can support your child: 

· Encourage your child to read a range of texts such as newspapers, leaflets, stories  

· Encourage your child to do independent writing such as story writing, recounts and descriptions  

· Go through Big Talk home learning ready to complete Big Write – this will on a bi-weekly basis

Maths  
Areas of Study – The Maths curriculum this term covers: number- multiplication and division; measurement- length and perimeter and times tables 

How you can support your child

· Multiplication and Division- practice multiplication and division facts, multiply and dividing by 10, 100, 1000
· Length and Perimeter - practice conversions of measurements of length: mm, cm, m, km

· Practice mental times table skills at home regularly, particularly, with 6s, 7s and 9s being introduced in the Year 4 curriculum.  Your child needs to know their times tables up to 12 x 12 by the end of year four.
· Encourage your child to use Maths in everyday life. For example, counting out money to pay in shops, reading bus or television timetables, sharing out treats equally or weighing out ingredients. 

· Help them to complete their Maths homework.

Areas of Study:

· Alfred the Great 

How you can support your child: 

· Discuss with your child what they have learnt in topic.

· Help them to do library or internet research their topic.

· Create a presentation or information leaflet 
Art – Drawing power prints

Areas of Study:

· Create several pencil tones when shading and create a simple 3D effect.

· Explore the effect of holding a pencil in different ways and applying different pressures.

· Use charcoal and rubber to show areas of light and dark in their drawings
· Create an interesting finished drawing based on original composition, including detail such as contrast and patterns
Science – Eating and Digestion continued…
In Science we will be continue looking at eating and digestion in Humans and other animals. 

Areas of study:
· Animals that are herbivores, carnivores or omnivores.
· What food chains are.
· Teeth and what their functions are.
· Different ways of keeping teeth healthy.
· How the digestive system works

· Functions of basic parts of the digestive system.
How you can support your child: 

· Find out about different types of herbivores, carnivores and omnivores.

· Research different food chains.

· Find out the names of the teeth we have are.

· Research how we can stay healthy

· Research how the digestive system works.

· Research how different parts of the digestive system work.

PE

Pupils will be doing PE on the following days:
