Theme: Who lives outdoors and where can we find them?

Children will explore the homes of minibeasts, animals and prehistoric animals. Children will find out about different habitats commenting on the differences they can see. Children will work practically to explore how to create homes for animals within our outdoor area thinking carefully about different materials and animals needs.

Art & DT:
In Art and DT, the children will be exploring the importance of healthy eating and learning about different types of fruit. They will have opportunities to discuss where fruit comes from, identify a variety of fruits, and talk about their colours, textures, tastes, and smells.

The children will learn how to prepare food safely and hygienically, developing their fine motor skills by carefully cutting and handling soft fruits using age-appropriate equipment. They will then design and create their own fruit kebabs, selecting and arranging different fruits to make colourful and appealing healthy snacks.

Throughout the activity, children will be encouraged to make choices about the fruits they would like to include, describe their creations, and evaluate what they have made by discussing what they enjoyed and what they might do differently next time.

Key vocabulary will include: healthy, fruit, nutrition, vitamins, design, create, prepare, cut, slice, taste, texture, colour, pattern, kebab, hygiene, and evaluate.
This learning will help children develop an understanding of healthy lifestyles while encouraging creativity, independence, and confidence in preparing simple foods.
